The United States Department of the Air Force (DAF) 1s preparing an Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) to analyze the potential environmental consequences that could result from the 492nd Special
Operations Wing (492 SOW) Beddown at Davis-Monthan Air Force Base (DMAFB). Arizona.

The Proposed Action analyzed in this EIS addresses several programmatic basing actions associated
with DMAFE, Air Force Special Operations Command (AFS0C), and Air Combat Command (ACC).
The programmatic basing actions include the beddown of the 492 SOW_ activation of an ACC
Intelligence Squadron, and the transfer of Special Tactics and Special Operations Theater Air
Operations Squadrons to DMAFB. The EIS will also analyze the retirement of A-10 aircraft from
DMAFB.

The DAF will host public scoping meetings in the DMAFB local area. The dates, times. and locations of
the scoping meetings are on the website listed below. The purpose of the meetings and the scoping period
is to solicit comments to help effectively define the full range of environmental issues to be analvzed in
the EIS. Written comments provided to the DAF during the scoping period will be considered in the
preparation of the Draft EIS.

We also advive you 1o consider species protected under the Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA)
(16 US.C. 703-712) and the Bald and Golden Eqgle Protection Act (Eagle Act) (16 ULS.C. G668 e
seq.). The MBTA prohibits the aking, killing, possession, transpontation, and imporation of
migratory birds, their eggs, parts, and pests, except when authorized by the Service. The Eagle
Act prohibits anyone, without a permil, Lrom taking (including disturbing) eagles, and their pants,
nests, or eggs. Currently 1,026 species of birds are protecied by the MBTA, including the
western burmowing owl (Athene cimicularia hypugaea). Protected western hurrowing owls can be
found n urban arcas and may use their nest/harrows year-roand; destruction of the burrow may
resalt in the unpermitted take of the owl or their cggs.

The Air Force Special Operations Command (AFSOC) is conducting a
basing action at Davis-Monthan AFB in Arizona. As part of the basing
action, an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) will be prepared.

The EIS shall provide sufficient, documented information to analyze
potential environmental impacts associated with several ongoing strategic
basing actions. The first of these is the proposed divestment of 84x A-10C
aircraft from Davis- Monthan AFB and the transfer of AFSOCs 492nd
Special Operations Wing and subsequent missions. The A-10C aircraft
currently assigned to Davis- Monthan AFB would be divested in two
phases. The 354th FS would be inactivated and the 357th FS and 47th FS
would be reduced in FY24, divesting 36 A-10C aircraft by the end of
FY24. In FY26 the 357th FS and 47th FS would be inactivated, and the
remaining 46 aircraft would be divested. There would be a reduction of
approximately 2,274 manpower authorizations associated with the
divestiture of the A-10s at Davis-Monthan.

AFSOC previously conducted a site visit to scope facilities. The AFSOC/
A4IC and Det 3, IMSC team confirmed the condition and capacity for
senior leadership decision space. AF/A8X provided guidance to focus on
A-10C facilities only. The team compared the A-10C facilities with the
AFSOC force structure to estimate beddown costing and requirements.
Military Construction (MILCON) would potentially be programmed
starting in FY28 and Facilities, Sustainment, Restoration, & Modification
(FSRM) starting in FY26.

The Air Force Special Operations Command (AFSOC) is conducting a basing action at Davis-Monthan
AFB in Arizona. As part of the basing action, an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) will be prepared. The EIS
shall provide sufficient, documented information to analyze potential environmental impacts associated with
several ongoing strategic basing actions. The first of these is the proposed divestment of 84x A-10C aircraft from
Davis- Monthan AFB and the transfer of AFSOCs 492nd Special Operations Wing and subsequent missions.
The A-10C aircraft currently assigned to Davis- Monthan AFB would be divested in two phases. The 354th FS
would be inactivated and the 357th FS and 47th FS would be reduced in FY24, divesting 36 A-10C aircraft by
the end of FY24. In FY26 the 357th FS and 47th FS would be inactivated, and the remaining 46 aircraft would be
divested. There would be a reduction of approximately 2,274 manpower authorizations associated with the
divestiture of the A-10s at Davis-Monthan. AFSOC previously conducted a site visit to scope facilities. The
AFSQOC/ A4IC and Det 3, IMSC team confirmed the condition and capacity for senior leadership decision space.
AF/A8X provided guidance to focus on A-10C facilities only. The team compared the A-10C facilities with the
AFSOC force structure to estimate beddown costing and requirements.
